You will receive a piece of blank white paper.  Fold the paper in a letter format so that there are 3 sections on the front and back sides of the page.  You have an opportunity to receive 30 points (big homework assignment) depending on how creative, colorful and professional the pamphlet looks.

· On the front page write a title and a quote on how macromolecules relate to you.

· On the back page write an autobiography about yourself.  Include “who you are, where you’re from, hobbies/interests, future career, etc.”

· On the remaining 4 sections, title each page either “carbohydrates”, “lipids”, “proteins” or “nucleic acids”.  Each page should contain a drawing of that macromolecule (the chemical structure), an example, the monomers that make it up and how it relates to you as a human being.  (Make sure that you have a section about enzymes on the “protein” page.  Enzymes are VERY important.)
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
