DIRECTIONS:

1. Read the entire article (ask for help if you do not understand something in the article)
2. Articles must be at least four paragraphs long

3. Articles cannot be older than ONE YEAR
4. You must type up and then print a written summary of your current event article

YOUR TYPED-UP SUMMARY MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING THINGS IN THE FOLLOWING ORDER:

1. Heading, which includes: Title of Article, Article Author, Publication (Newspaper/Website/Journal Name), Date of Publication
2. Summary:  Briefly describe the contents of the article in your own words. THIS MUST BE AT LEAST ONE PARAGRAPH (4 DETAILED SENTENCES)

3. Answers to the following questions:
· What did you know about the subject of this article before reading it?

· What was the most surprising or interesting thing you learned from reading this article?

· How does the topic discussed in the article affect society? (This requires you to think and make connections)
· How does the topic discussed in the article affect you personally? (This requires you to think and make connections)

· Imagine that you are a scientist- what more would you like to learn about the subject presented in the article? Note: Scientists are curious and always have questions


4. Attach a copy of the article to the back of your printed write up
